The DigiTrak® Mark V locating system is a dual-
frequency system and the latest version of the
DigiTrak® Mark series receivers and transmitters.
The Mark V is designed to combat both passive and
active interference. Passive interference, such as
caused by rebar, is virtually eliminated by the use of a
second, new very low frequency. New receiver circuitry
significantly reduces the effects of interference caused
by power lines and traffic loops while providing a greatly
increased transmitter data update rate.

The frequency can be changed either above ground
before drilling starts or while drilling.

All Mark 11l systems can be upgraded to a Mark V
system.

The DigiTrak® Mark V Receiver simplifies locating
by providing the operator with a large easy-to-read
graphic display. This display illustrates how to position
the receiver to find the locate points, the position
above the transmitter or directly off to the side, and the
predicted depth out in front of the drill head. A “box”
on the display represents the DigiTrak® receiver. As
the operator moves towards a locate point, a target
symbol (representing the locate point) will appear on
the display screen. As the receiver passes directly over
the locate point, the target moves into the box. It’s that
simple—target-in-the-box®. Turning the box 90 degrees

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over the locate point pinpoints the locate point’s left/
right position. As you approach the drill head, a line
will appear on the display; once the line moves into the
box, the receiver is over the transmitter. The line can
also be used for off-track locating, a feature particularly
useful when access over the head is restricted.

All of the transmitter’s information, including signal
strength, tool’s depth below ground, and the ultrasonic
distance (height-above-ground measurement) are
displayed. At the front locate point, the look-ahead®
or predicted depth is displayed.

Other Mark V features include the capability to
view depth mea-
surement modes
in metric or Eng-
lish units, meters
and centimeters,
feet and inches or
inches only. The
pitch angle can be
setto display in ei-
ther percent grade
or degrees.
